SECRETARY’S REPORT

CLUB BYLAWS

Proposed changes to the bylaws were reviewed and discussed in depth.

Motion was made by Mark Richardson with a second from Rory Allen to

direct Sherri Richardson to make additional changes and post the changes

to the club website with notification to the members on the site that the 

changes will be voted on at the November meeting.  Motion passed

unanimously.  Notice to members of the club will be made in the annual

newsletter.  It was further agreed at this meeting that the website will now be

the approved mode of communication between the officers and club

members.

2009-2010 DONATIONS

Chris reported that we are a 501C7 which is not a tax-exempt organization

according to our accountant at Compu-Count.  Chris will follow up with the

accountant who will contact the State of Vermont for verification.


Chris also reported that discussions with Linda Kuban indicated that the fire/

rescue department are in need of snowmobile helmets in the event that a

rider needs to be taken by safety sled off of the trails.


Motion was made by Mark Richardson with a second from Rory Allen to make

the following donations on behalf of our landowners as follows:

Motion passed unanimously.  Sherri Richardson was charged with posting a

display ad in The Herald announcing the donations on behalf of our

landowners.

V.
TRAIL MAINTENANCE/PROJECTS
Mark Richardson reviewed outstanding projects.  Danny Braman will
spearhead the Royce and Willard property projects and Mark will spear-
head the Duprey and Baer property projects.  As reported at the last
meeting, Mark applied for grants in the amount of $4155.  VAST
approved $3604.50 leaving a difference of $550.50.  If the cost of the four
projects come in at or above the approved grant amount, the difference
will need to be paid through club funds.

Flood damage projects were reviewed next.  Mark applied for a total of
$14,010 to fund the list of projects resulting from the flood.  VAST
approved all $14,010 through their emergency funding.


Taylor Valley


VAST approved $2040.  The project has been completed with

a total project cost of $1402.50.  Motion was made by David

Bradshaw with a second from Sherri Richardson to direct Chris Allen

to issue a check in the amount of $1402.50 to Ken Degrasse.  Motion

passed unanimously.

Upper Village Road Bridge

Lyon, Brown, Braman Properties

VAST approved $6905 for these projects.  To date, Mark has

received a bill from Gary Thrasher in the amount of $4765.  Per

Mark’s discussion with Gary, payment will wait until the full

scope of the projects are completed and bills will be submitted

to VAST for direct payment.


Baer Property

VAST approved $4065.  Mark is spearheading this project.


Other trail issues were discussed.  Danny Braman noted that approximately 2-3 miles of trail at the Beagle Club which borders Williamstown is not being
maintained.  There continues to be question as to where the town lines are which clubs are responsible for the trail maintenance.  Dan Braman and Rory
Allen will do a site visit and review at the next club meeting.
Mark reported that the Tunbridge trail at Dickerman Hill has been closed by the landowner.  Rich Button indicated that he has heard “rumors” that there
may be a work-around.
Mark suggested setting a date for a future work date to do signage and clearn out the storage building that we have been renting from Linda Terrio. After lengthy discussion, it was felt by some members that setting a work date at this time is premature.  Chris Allen offered with the help of Rich Button to 
remove the signs that are currently in storage and bring them to the Richardson’s barn to go through and inventory.

Mark indicated that upon request from the landowner, he will order “LODGING” signs to be posted on the trail leading to Rhoda Ackerman’s B&B.

VI.
GROOMING

There was again lengthy discussion regarding grooming.  Mark reiterated that

there is grant money available through VAST and that a meeting with Alexis is

supposed to be scheduled soon as a result of the letter the club sent to her in

May of 2009.


Rory Allen stated that a groomer could be stored and maintained in one of

his barns, and that he would be willing to do some of the grooming, but could

not take on the job as a full-time groomer operator.  Other names of people

were suggested who may be interested in helping with grooming including

Andy Woodard and Cookie Coburn.


Chris expressed concern that in order to bring grooming back to the club, we

need to have more participation at club meetings.  Dan Braman also 
expressed concern over the lack of people actively involved in club meetings

and activities.  Sherri expressed that if we are going to move forward with our

grooming intentions, fundraising will be essential.  Mark Richardson requested

that a substantial amount of time be dedicated at the next meeting to 

further discuss grooming so that we may move forward.
