Mark Richardson has already touched base with all of Mae Goodrich’s

children and confirmed that the trail remains open for snowmobilers.

Mark reported on a call he received from Larry Trottier.  Tri-Town would like to give up the West Hill side of grooming.  Larry will request a meeting with
Alexis, reps from the FFF, and another groomer to discuss this change.  Larry understands that this would be a change for 1 year only as the FFF intends to take over Chelsea grooming next year.  Club members discussed alternate groomers and agreed that the Brookfield groomer is the preference if possible.

At the County Meeting on 11-2, there was a report of a tree across the Hook/Klondike Road trail.  Rory will check into this.

Rory reported that he will be doing some bushhogging on Tim Carter’s land.

Larry Trottier reported at the County meeting that the Tunbridge trail in question is closed indefinitely and that there is not a work-around for this year.
Mark reviewed the progress of the 2009 projects and reported that the Duprey project is complete.  The other projects are close to completion.  As soon as Gary Thrasher has completed his work next week, Tim Mills will be contacted so that he may sign off on the projects as the County Trails Coordinator and everything may then be submitted to VAST for reimbursement.  Sherri made the motion which was seconded by David Farnham to pay $200 to Bob Duprey and $200 to Kevin Braman for the work they performed on the trails on their property.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Kennedy garage has been cleaned out, and all of the signs have been moved to the Fish & Game Club.  John Frasier is currently storing the drag at his property.  Dave Bradshaw will check the Kennedy garage one last time to be sure that nothing has been left behind that belongs to the club.

There was discussion about gating or roping off the Bixby’s lot property to minimize the flow of vehicle traffic and 4-wheelers on that trail.  Dan Braman will contact the appropriate people to request permission.

A large gate has been installed at Hemingway’s in Taylor Valley.

Dan Braman will talk with Tenny Johnson about getting more stakes made for signing.

Rory walked the Lighthouse Hill trail and found that it is on the Chelsea line and needs some fill and waterbars.  Rory will contact the Selectboard to request permission to do the work.
